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Setting up an office recycling Program  

 

 

The benefits  

 
Recycling prevents unnecessary disposal of usable raw materials, saves energy and reduces air 
and water pollution. Because recycling reduces disposal costs, recycling programs in municipal 
offices, schools and businesses are often less expensive than disposing of materials as waste.  
 
Recycling is an opportunity to gain valuable recognition in the eyes of both employees and  
customers. Reduce your carbon footprint by cutting down on greenhouse gas emissions.  
Recycling at work also reduces clutter and saves space, therefore improved housekeeping.  

Initiating an office recycling scheme involves the following ba-

sic steps: 

1. Staff cooperation for the program to work. This involves 
 consultation with staff on setting the program   to  
 be effective. 

2. Identify the items that can be recycled in the office ( i.e. 
 paper, toner cartridges, plastic). 

3. Setting up the infrastructure for the collection and storage 
 of materials. A clearly labeled paper/ cardboard recycling 
 be should be placed at each work desk 

4. Arrange for a collector to regularly pick up materials for  
 recycling.  

5. Get tips on reducing waste and purchasing sustainable  
 products. For instance reusing envelopes internally. 

6. Participate in local recycling  programs and campaigns.  

7. Earn recognition and set yourself apart from  your  
 competitors by promoting your recycling success 

8.  Get training and educational materials for your employees. 
 All staff are educated on the correct disposal of office 
 waste. 

9. Buy longer life products such as compact fluorescent bulbs 
 were possible.
